
Blanket Kit

Use paper template to cut fringe 
1” wide by 4” long on two 
opposite short sides of the fleece 
rectangle. Do not cut all 4 sides.

Tie
Tie one knot in each piece of 
fringe. Do not tie two pieces of 
fringe together.

Sign
This belongs to: Leave blank
The child receiving your blanket will 
write their name to designate it as 
their "very own".  
Handmade by: Print your first name
My Special Note to You: Print a short, 
encouraging note.
